PROJECTED OPERATION & MAINTENANCE PLAN FOR March:

Due to the frequent warranty issues that repeatedly occur since the start up of the facility. we are now in
the process of finishing the work in Zone A that was due in January 07. Furthermore, the effluent flow
transponder became inoperable on March 13, 2007. We are currently in the process of trouble shooting
the issues with Siemens technical support, and hope to have it resolved before the end of March.

Work on the numbering and inspection of all manholes in Zone A.

Preventative maintenance on all scheduled equipment.

Removal of interior wall in the office.

Repair/replace the effluent flow transponder.

Repair of the heaters in the controf building.

Removal of the Miller left over Chlorine cylinders

Having Jonathan of ACS come in and set the SCADA system to create a test alarm dial out that is
performed once a day at a predetermined time. This is to ensure that the SCADA ALARM is always
functioning.

e ACS will also change out the call out modem because of irregular operation.
