There were no reportable deviations from the Contract parameters or requirements this month.

We had one (1) reportable sanitary sewer overflows for the month on March 12th due to work being

performed on the Flygt controls.

o After review of the DEP’s definition of an SSO (Sanitary Sewer Overflow), EEMA O & M Services
Group will discuss with the DEP the need to report issues that do not fall within their description of
an SSO.

Removed 14.000 gallons of sludge from the Wastewater Treatment Plant.

The electrical work has been approved by the board in BDL’s Electrical Solutions quote is finished.

We have received 1 refurbished well meter insert and waiting for the second and final one to arrive

before installation.

We have received an additional quote for the control building heaters replacements. This was

discussed and Council will review the quotes for the Water and Sewer Committee Meeting.

The effluent flow meter began acting strangely on March 2™ and put the plant into Storm Flow

operation, showing approximately 5000gpm. The flow meter was found to be shorting against one of

its mounting bolts and was temporarily repaired later in March 14",

The Miller Chlorine cylinders were removed from the site on 3/27/07 by Intercoastal Trading Inc.
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ACS created a daily alarm test to insure SCADALARM operation.

ACS replaced the fax modem for SCADALARM

All residential and commercial meters were read.

Total Rainfall 4.61 inches.

Total Rainfall 3.52 inches. Temperature high was 83°F and the low was 13°F.
